The course instruction will be administered by Lexington Police Department personnel 
and will include an overview of police operations and organization with presentations on 
the Patrol Division, Criminal Investigations Division, Office of Professional Standards, 
Special Operations Division, and highlight the various specialized units within the 
department as well.  
 
Qualified applicants must be eighteen years of age, a resident or business owner in the 
Town of Lexington and successfully submit to a background check to be completed by 
the department.  Applications can be downloaded on the Lexington Police Department 
website and this class is limited to 20 participants.   

Graduation from the Citizen’s Police Academy class is also a prerequisite for 
consideration in becoming a member of the Volunteering in Policing Services (V.I.P.S.) 
group.
