It is advised that attendees please arrive early to find a parking space and to only park in
designated parking areas near this event. Parking areas include the Lexington County
Courthouse and Lexington County Administration Building on South Lake Drive. Those
who choose to park in private business parking lots near the event can be towed at the
owner’s expense.
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
