Lexington, S.C. (April 28, 2016) – Chief Terrence Green would like to notify the Town of 
Lexington community that there will be a road closure and possible traffic delays due to 
the Kid’s Day of Lexington at the Town of Lexington Municipal Complex and Virginia 
Hylton Park on Saturday, April 30, 2016.

Parking areas include the Lexington County Courthouse and 
Lexington County Administration Building on South Lake Drive. 
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
